Instruction


Review:  




“In the past you have taken many PSSA tests and they all 




have something in common.  Can anyone tell me what you 




think that is?”





Students – There long and boring.  They take forever.  We 




have to be quiet when we are taking them.





“Those are all good truthful answers but I was looking 




more toward the line of; you are able to go back and read 




the story to search out the answers if you missed reading 




them the first time.”

Lesson Development





“So today we are going to do a quick story and questions 




without questioning your neighbors for the answers.  After 




I pass out the sheets you may begin.”





They complete the paper.





“If you are done please raise your hand.”





If everyone is done then we will move onto the next part.





“Let’s have the person across from you grade you paper.  




Put your pencils down and take out a crayon from your 




desk.  So no one can change the answers already on there.”




Grade the paper, have the students read the question and 




give the answers.





“Alright put how many they got right out of five at the top 




and hand their papers back to them.  Then put them in the 




middle of your desks so that I can collect them and enter 




the grades.”





“Next I am going to read a book.  It’s called ‘The Earth’ by 



Tim Furniss.  Now we can learn more about our Earth and 




look at some really cool pictures.”





Read book.





“We may not get through all of the sections but we’ll try 




and get as far as we can.”




Read as far as you can.  Ask questions about the pictures 




and text so that they are engaged in learning.





Lesson Ending





Review:




Stop three minutes till the end and ask them how it relates 




to the paragraph they read earlier.





Closure:





“What are some new things you learned about Earth?





“Why is the Earth at a tilt?  Can you tell me clues from the 




paragraph and the book we were reading?”





“Are we traveling right now?”
